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get for a price the previous fall to make 
as much as we did selling them as fats. 
Most years we would have had to get 
10 cents more a hundred than what the 
market was doing to make the same 
money, so generally it works really well 
for us,” explains Clinton.

“I keep track of the weights and aver-
age daily gains (ADG), and one thing 
I’ve noticed is our calves have increased 
their ADG, even when they’re still on 
the cow. They used to be around two 
pounds a day, and now they need to 
be over two and a half to really get our 
attention prior to weaning. We’ve also 
seen our weaning weights increase by 

about 125 pounds since keeping records, 
and that’s not something we even select 
for,” says Jeanette.

While performance is critical to the 
success of their operation, the Breeden’s 
are also careful to make sure it isn’t at 
the expense of other traits they deem 
important.

“We’ve probably pulled three calves 
in the last three years, and we also work 
to maintain a balance between fertility 
and milk,” comments Jeanette on the 
maternal side of their operation.

“We’ve also found we were getting 
our cows too big, and we’re trying to 
scale back on that end,” adds Clinton. 
“But that’s something that is really hard 
to do when you’re picking replacements 
and you see those really nice, big, pretty 

heifers. But you have to consider that 
some of them will turn into cows that 
are just too big for this country.”

Disposition also remains a high rank-
ing trait of importance to the Breeden’s 
in both their cows and bulls.

“Their attitude is a big thing around 
here where it’s just the two of us. When 
we’re calving and stuff we can’t have 
one of us taken out by a mad cow, and a 
lot of cows have gone to market because 
they weren’t manageable,” comments 
Jeanette.

“We also select our bulls based on 
their dispositions, in addition to their 
EPDs and performance information,” 
adds Clinton, noting that today they 
buy a lot of their bulls from Ned and 
Jan Ward, in Sheridan, WY, and from

help for larger jobs, they depend on their dogs 
to help with much of the work over the course 
of the year.

Mohican West in Laurel, MT.
“We just decided that if we were 

going to survive with our Hereford 
cows, whose dispositions we liked so 
much, we needed to do something, and 
this has been it,” notes Clinton. “It’s 
working so far, and the record keeping 
and feeding to fats has made a lot of 
difference in our return.”
